Social Behavior Training (SBT) 
Program Changes Information Sheet
Effective January 21, 2009
(Please refer to pages 90-92 in the Resource Guide for current description of services if you are unfamiliar with SBT)
SBT in 2009-2010 and beyond:
· SBT will continue to be used to address social/emotional deficits in students with High Functioning Autism and Asperger’s; however the method/delivery of services will be provided in a different format.
· SBT will no longer be a related or supplementary service in the IEP.
· SBT will no longer be listed ANYWHERE on the IEP.  (Special circumstances will be discussed with the Social Behavior Advisor, Hollis Adair, on a case-by-case basis prior to an IEP meeting being held.)

· Social/emotional deficits will be listed in the present levels section of the IEP.

· The IEP will no longer include an SBT Individualized Treatment Plan (ITP).  

· The IEP will contain goals and/or objectives to address social/emotional deficits listed in the present levels.

· The IEP will reflect DIRECT service minutes for social/emotional instruction located in the Special Education Services minutes portion of the IEP and this instruction will be provided by the Special Education Teacher. 
· Again, Case Managers/Special Education Teachers will provide instruction/services to students with documented deficits and service time listed in their IEP’s. 

· Social/emotional skills instruction will no longer be provided by SBT staff.

· Instead, an appointed SBT staff member will provide support, training, curriculum, and materials to each school for half a day every week.  (More information about what this support will look like and how it will be provided will be given to teachers at a later date.)

· Progress on social/emotional goals and objectives will be provided by the Special Education Teacher at interim and report card thru the IEP Student Progress Report.  (SBT will no longer provide progress reports.)
· SBT staff will not be required to attend IEP meetings after SBT services are removed from the IEP (unless requested, with adequate prior notice, by the parent, Special Education Teacher, Special Education Coordinator, or School Administrator).
SBT for the remainder of the 2008-2009 school year…..

Referrals:

· REQUESTS FOR EVALUATION FOR SBT SERVICES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED AFTER JANUARY 21, 2009!!!!
· If you have concerns about a student (not currently receiving SBT services) with deficits in social/emotional skills, you will need to contact the Social Behavior Advisor, Hollis Adair, via email and she will instruct you on the steps you need to take from there.
· All requests for SBT services received prior to January 21, 2009 will be addressed and an IEP meeting will be held to discuss the needs of the student.
IEP’s:
· SBT services will be removed from the existing IEP at each student’s next Annual Review IEP meeting.

· If the student’s Annual Review IEP meeting has already been held for this school year, a Special Review IEP meeting will be planned (by the Special Education Teacher and Hollis Adair) and scheduled prior to the end of the school year. (Please contact Hollis before contacting parents/scheduling any Special Review IEP meetings.)

· SBT services WILL NOT be removed without an IEP meeting and Hollis Adair MUST be in attendance in order to remove these services. 

· SBT staff will support teachers in providing services and taking data, for the remainder of this school year, once SBT is removed from the IEP.  However, beginning next school year the Case Manager will be responsible for scheduling and providing social/emotional skills instruction just as they would plan for and provide instruction on academic deficit areas.
Note: Hollis Adair will be meeting with each school, individually, prior to the end of this school year, to discuss these changes in more detail and to help develop a plan for a smooth transition.
