Dear parent/guardian,

Community Based Instruction (CBI) is a program designed for students that need instruction in functional and daily living skills. The goal of the program is to provide hands on learning activities within the Community to help students acquire the skills to live and function within their community. Students participating in CBI will have the opportunity to travel to sites within the community during school hours to practice and acquire skills. Their teacher and other school personnel will accompany the students on these off-campus trips.

CBI provides instruction in basic life skills through four domains.

· Domestic
Skill areas under this domain are self care, personal grooming wellness and nutrition; home care such as laundry, housekeeping, cooking and meal planning.

· Vocational
Students learn about community workers, go on vocational  trips, and participate in on-campus as well as off-campus career exploration. They also learn related employability skills such as being on time; staying on task; following rules and instructions; and calendar skills related to work. 

· Community
Students learn about, and use, various transportation modes; visit, and utilize assorted places in the community including libraries; shopping centers and malls; the post office; and convenience stores. They prepare shopping lists and purchase goods. They learn restaurant skills at both fast food and sit-down restaurants.

· Recreation and Leisure
The focus of this domain is learning how to utilize various public recreation options and to plan personal leisure time. Leisure activities such as table games and making crafts are incorporated into the classroom routine. Students also participate in recreational activities at places like the local parks; YMCA; bowling; movie theaters; and more.
