Non-Violent Crisis Intervention Training Schedule for 2010-2011
Sponsored by the Department of Special Education
Crisis Prevention Institute Training (CPI) is available to ALL school district personnel.  It is the most widely used training program in the world for safely managing disruptive and assaultive behavior.  The training provides the skills necessary for caregivers to defuse a potentially violent individual BEFORE he or she becomes assaultive.  It also addresses the physical principles of personal safety techniques to avoid student and teacher injury if the behavior escalates to a physical level.  

There are two types of CPI training:

1.) Initial CPI Training:  This is a two day training.  Participants are 

Required to attend both days and complete an assessment at the end of the training.

2.) CPI Refresher Course:  Open to previously trained individuals 

whose certification has not lapsed.  This is a four hour training.  Participants will be recertified in Nonviolent Crisis Intervention.
